The development of
this Management Plan reflects extensive stakeholder input gathered
over the past two years by the Parks Council.

The Management Plan addresses the current state of the natural
landscape as it exists today and works to define future relationships
between industry and recreational users throughout the area. It
illustrates a series of objectives that reflect the recreational and
conservation interests of our community, industry representatives,
and the Government of Alberta. It also serves to inspire the ethic in
which the Eagle Point 0 Blue Rapids Park System was created:
innovative ideas, environmental stewardship, and community
collaboration.

The Management Plan is structured in the following manner:

Introduction and Governance (Section 1)- Refers to the pieces of
legislation, policies, and agreements that are key to governing
the Eagle Point - Blue Rapids Park System. This section also
describes who is and who will be responsible for implementing
improvements and managing, operating, and funding the Park
System.
